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Southwest Virginia, long famous for its
lead mines, was also vital to the Confed-
eracy for the Saltville salt works. This
illustration (Harper’s Weekly magazine,
1857) shows a salt furnace operating
there. Salt was essential to preserving
the meat Southern soldiers consumed.
Union troops destroyed the works after
two battles in 1864.
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
